This is a professional platform for promotion of collaboration among urban design professionals,
practices and organisations in the Greater Bay Area of a background of urban design, architecture,
landscape design, town planning and engineering.

The Greater Bay Area Urban Designer Alliance hosted the debut Greater Bay Area Urban Design Week
in Hong Kong, major events include the MOU signing ceremony of the Greater Bay Area Urban Designer
Alliance among 5 founding Institutes from Hong Kong, Macau, Guangzhou, Shenzhen and Zhuhai, an
international conference, Greater Bay Areas Urban Design Awards, publication and the subsequent
awards exhibition.

With the mission of elevation of urban design standard and improvement of the livability of the cities
in the Greater Bay Area, The Hong Kong Institute of Urban Design (The HKIUD) together with CURB
Center for Architecture and Urbanism-Macau, Guangzhou Urban Planning Association, Urban Planning
Society of Shenzhen, and Zhuhai Planning Exploration and Design Industry Association have band
together to establish The Greater Bay Area Urban Designer Alliance. The purpose of setting up Greater
Bay Area Urban Designer Alliance is to promote collaboration among urban design professionals,
practices and organisations in the Greater Bay Area including urban designers, architects, landscape
designers, town planners and engineers, and subsequently establish the professional recognition for
urban design practitioners in the Greater Bay Area.

Organised by The HKIUD, a MOU signing ceremony was held on 17 June 2020 with The Honourable
Mrs. Carrie LAM CHENG Yuet-ngor, GBM, GBS, The Chief Executive of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region in attendance. The Chief Executive withessed the signing of the & founding
institutes to officially establish the Alliance for the mega region through live video links and expressed
her greatest support to the Alliance.

The Chief Executive of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region bestowed the Alliance’s President’s
Medal to Mr. Joel CHAN, the Past President of The HKIUD, for The HKIUD role as the presiding 2020
convener for the Alliance. The President Medal is custodial piece and will be bestowed to the next
Convener on a biennial rotation basis.

After the ceremony, The Chief Executive of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region was joined by
the Past Presents and Present President and fellow council members of The HKIUD in celebration of
the official inauguration of Greater Bay Area Urban Designer Alliance.

About The Greater Bay Area Urban Design Awards

The objective of the first Greater Bay Area Urban Design Awards is to elevate
the owverall urban design standard in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao
Greater Bay Area through recognition of excellence in urban design related
proj ects in the Greater Bay Area and foster collaboration and exchange
among urban designers, planners, architects, landscape architects, engineers,
surveyors and other urban design professionals, companies and organisations
in the Greater Bay Area.

The Awards are held as a biennial event. The debut Greater Bay Area Urban
Design Awards was organised by The Hong Kong Institute of Urban Design with
the support of other member institutes from Greater Bay Area Urban Designer
Alliance and sponsorship from Create Hong Kong (CreateHK) of the Government
of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region. Urban design professionals
and organisations in the Greater Bay Area were invited to nominate urban design
projects to participate in the Greater Bay Area Urban Design Awards from 17
July 2020 to 30 September 2020. To establish the credibility of the Greater Bay
Area Urban Design Awards, renowned academia and practitioners in urban
design were invited to be the jury members and jury’s adjudication took place
from October to November 2020.

The Professional Category has three sub-categories, namely Built Project, Urban Intervention
and Plan/Concept.

. ENTRY QUALIFICATIONS

* Projects must be located inside the geographical area of the Greater Bay Area.

* Projects must be nominated by professional members or group members of the Founding
Member Institutes of the Greater Bay Area Urban Designer Alliance, or their recommended
professional institutes/organisations.

* Projects for sub-categories of Built Project and Urban Intervention must be completed
physically between 1 January 2010 and 14 September 2020.

* Projects for sub-categories of Urban Intervention are for small-scale interventions
that have been completed physically and made a significant contribution to the urban
environment,
for example:
a) One or a group of small buildings of a total building area of not more than 2,000 m? ;
b) A landscape area or public space less than 3,000 m?;
c) Small urban elements, e.g. pavilion, shelter, street furniture, lighting, public art, gateway; or
d) Other forms of temporary or permanent interventions.

* Design or study for sub-category of Plan / Concept must be completed and accepted by the
government departments concerned or clients who commissioned the projects between
1 January 2010 and 30 September 2020.

* The nominated project shall in no way be associated with members of the jury panel.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

Longhua District has typical landform features of low mountains and hills, surrounded by mountains on
three sides and penetrated by water. The area of ecological control line accounts for 37% of the total area
ofthe whole district, which is concentrated around the urban area, and the internal green space is scarce.

Due to the lack of orderly planning and construction outside the original special zone, the limited green
space and public space inside the city, and the high land price and high density of population, the
citizens’ demand for access to nature and recreation area to leisure has not been met for a long time.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Situated in a marginal area along the six towns to the east of Dongguan, the site of Dongguan Eco-Industrial
Park (DEIP) used to be considered as a typical example of the negative consequences brought by rapid
urbanization in the Pearl River Delta. More than a decade ago, it was a place plagued by rampant litter,
convergence of sewage and frequent occurrence of water logging.

Driven by efforts of Urban Design and services at all stages with a multidisciplinary model of collaborative
design by the team of China Academy of Urban Planning and Design (CAUPD), the hidecus place that once
embodied the downside of development has become a new type of environment-friendly industrial park.
Seen as a cluster for innovative enterprises in the Greater Bay Area and a preferred leisure destination for
citizens, the Dongguan Eco-Industrial Park stands to be a practical model of urban transformation in the
Greater Bay Area for exploration of sustainable development.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The design scope of Da Sha River is from Changlingpi Reservoir to Shenzhen Bay Estuary, which is around
13.7km and 95ha.

Inspired by its heritage, culture and urban characteristics of Shenzhen, AECOM’s plan for Da Sha
River created a high quality public landscape space to improve the city’s ecological environment and
rejuvenated Shenzhen with vibes and different layers of dynamics.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Comprehensive Plan of Qianhai Shenzhen-Hong Kong Madern Service Industry Cooperation Zone was approved in 2012 and
is the first over plan and statutory plan for the Qianhai Area. In the past eight years, as the overall plan, it has comprehensively
guided the development and construction of various levels in the Qianhai Area. The project won the first prize of National
Excellence Award, the highest gold award of Shenzhen Planning Project, and participated in the 14th Venice Biennale “
Fundamentally Hong Kong?—DELTA FOUR 1984-2044" as one of the eight exhibiting projects.

Based on the principle of “advancedness, comprehensiveness, and efficiency”, the project actively explores a new planning
method for the coordinated development of “people, city, industry, and environment”, and proposes a Systematic solution
for industrial economy, spatial structure, and sustainability that guides the long-term development of Qianhai Area. The
comprehensive plan covered a wide range of contents. The preliminary research of the “Qianhai Plan” laid the foundation
for institutional innovation and governance innovation; the “Industry Guidance Catalog” pointed out the direction for industry
introduction and policy formulation; the “Spatial Planning” proposed a green, low-carbon, and compact design concept. Based
on the Qianhai City Concept Plan, it integrates water conservancy, ecology, landscape and other disciplines, and realizes the
planning concept of a waterfront corridor that perfectly combines water infrastructure and public space. At the same time, it
actively explored the people-oriented construction model under the conditions of high-density development, and introduced the
basic model of “small blocks, dense road networks, multi-level public spaces” to construct the blueprint of space construction
in Qianhai.

SITE INTRODUCTION

Jingkou Village is an rural village on the periphery of Shenzhen Metropolitan Area. It is only 1.5 km away
from the Guangming Central District, and more than 90% of its adiminstration area is within the ecological
control line. With a long history, Jingkou was once recognized as a base village in the Anti-Japanese War
and gathered a large number of retumed Vietnamese overseas. There are nearly a hundred old houses
in existence, some of which are buildings from the Ming and Qing Dynasties. The ancient wells and
ancestral halls are still the life and activity centers of the villagers. There are a large number of farmland,
flower gardens, and ponds around the village and the villagers maintain the traditional farming methods
of production. Constrained by the ecological control line, economic development and urban construction
have been limited for a long time. In recent years, infrastructure and ecological environment have been
gradually destroyed. In 2015, Jingkou was included in the large-scale cultural tourism project “Guangming
OCT Town”, facing the situation of being commercialized and gentrification. “In such a high-density city, how
can a historical village use its own characteristics to rejuvenate” has become a proposition worth pondering
inthe rural construction of Jingkou.

This project originated from the “Comprehensive Renovation of the Erwironment at Jingkou™. In the
process, we believe that simple spacial improvement cannot fundamentally promote the development of
the Jingkou. Perhaps it can start with the establishment of its own cultural spirit. Encourage all sectors
of society to participate in the construction of Jingkou, and promote regional development with a more
comprehensive perspective. Coinciding with the definition of the theme of the 2017 Shenzhen-Hong Kong
Urban Architecture Bi-city Biennale as “Urban Symbiosis”, we actively promoted the selection of the location
of the Guangming sub-venue, opening up opportunities for the development of the countryside through
“urban events”. At the same time, it quickly changed its role, jumped out of the inherent field of planning
work, and planned a series of cross-border cooperation to comprehensively enhance the value of Jingkou
from different perspectives such as cultural and historical exploration, spatial environment improvement,
and transformation of production methods, so as to turn a traditional urban design work to explore a more
diverse and mixed community renewal model.
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QU VILLAGE RENOVATION

Qu Town-Jingkou is a re-rural experiment. Based on the existing basic farmland and Gongming Reservaoir,
Jingkou Community aims to create a place where “one may enjoy natural landacape of mountains and
waters, just like they once did in their hometowns”. Inspired by the renowned painting “Along the River
During the Qingming Festival® (Qingming Shanghe Tu) of Northern Song Dynasty, we create a contemporary
Lingnan painting that comprises of mountains, waters, the Heaven, the Earth, human and community. In
Jingkou Community, we selected Waterfront Square, Leisure Square, Stage, Four Seasons Square and
Village Road System as kick-off projects.

Leisure Square and Stage are symmetrically placed with the village’s ancestral hall, with terraces designed
to fix the 3m height difference of the site.

Waterfront Square simulates the natural phenomena of the moon’s wax and wane through adjustment of
water level. Four Seasons Square consists of four strip-shaped area that represent views of the four seasons
through different plants and structures. The Village Road System is added to define distinct spaces and
provide a natural axis between the new and old villages. Meanwhile, recreational activities such as “Back
to the Countryside” bring together planners, architects and villagers to pick fruits and dine in the farm of
Jingkou, advocating a new lifestyle in urban countryside.

With the theme of Cities, Grow in Difference, 2017 Bi-City Biennale of Urbanism\ Architecture
(Shenzhen)(UABE (Shenzhen)) for the first time set up sub-venues in addition to the main venue,
with the purpose of furthering the interaction between the exhibition and urban spaces through
interconnected events and exhibitions at multiple venues. In this circumstance, Guangming Sub-
venue themed on Jingkou Revive not only explores the urban topics likely to be ignored in the
urbanization of Guangming New District based on the latter’s urban features, but also attempts
to turn the exhibition into a means of urban activation and regeneration based on the features
of the sub-venue.

The relationship between the ten-year rapid urbanization of and the natural villages in
Guangming New District is a microcosm of the rapid development of Shenzhen SEZ in
the past four decades. However, different from the rapid development of state-owned land
and the quick expansion of urban villages in Shenzhen SEZ in early 90’s, the urbanization
of the new district has been elaborately planned for gradual implementation, while the
natural villages have gradually declined though maintaining a leisurely state. Villages, as a
collective space different from urban space due to economic and geopolitical differences,
have been distanced from the city for a long time. This disparity resulting from land
ownership has shaped the unique spatial system and social relations in village spaces.
However, the profound changes in economic development pattern and city’s absorption
of various resources have deprived the villages of their fundamental basis for survival, i.e.,
agricultural economy in the past two decades. Coupled with the functional evolution of land,
the drain of young labor force, and the decreased income, village and city were no longer
interdependent and coexist with each other, but inevitably ended up in a state of imbalance.
This imbalance, captured by the neo-Marxist scholar David Harvey, is placed within the
prism of capital production for observation, only to see that villages have become the
hinterland to supply labor and materials for the urban production chain. The government’s
Beautiful Countryside Campaign since the 18th CPC National Congress and the largescale
rural construction in recent years have been trying to tackle the imbalance through state
policies and private capitals. However, the top-down policy and the intervention of new
economy in rural construction inevitably encountered many conflicts between modernity
and tradition, between institution and individual, and between interest and emaotion. Some
of these conflicts led villages to total gentrification, some reduced villages into substitute
for cultural symbols, and some turned villages into operation bases of e-commerce. Village
communities, previously abandoned in the urbanization process, have now become the
reproduction and redundant spaces for capitalism.

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It was against such backdrop that 2017 UABB (Shenzhen) was ushered into
Jingkou Village of Guangming New District to present the theme of Jingkou
Revive at Guangming Sub-venue. The theme Jingkou Revive, which probed
into the community regeneration issues and served as subject of research,
is not a summary or conclusion, but an attempt to find a non-economic-
oriented development mode and an opportunity of community activation
through exhibition. The exhibition may be limited in form and time. But
between the pure theoretical discussion and practice in China’s urbanization
process, maybe we need a strategic approach to explore rational boundaries
and limits of policies and regulations. In this sense, Jingkou Revive is more
an adventurous attempt and an exploration into the realm of the unknown
than an exhibition.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This former agricultural research center saw a steady decline with the quick growth of Shenzhen around it. Now located
in the heart of the city, Xiangmi Park’s potential was to become a park for the local community, to support a more healthly
lifestyle, to offer public services in a park environment and to educate all generations about urban nature.

MLA+ participated in an open competition for Shannon Park in 2014 and won first place for Phase 1 (Urban Renewal
Master Plan) and second place for Phase 2 (Park Landscape Design). And we finally won the design of the Library and
the Visitor Center and completed the project in 2017.

MLA+ designed Xiangmi Science Library is a lightweight building, connected to a ‘tree top walk’, a bridge through the
park. The steel structure and the all glass fagade form the base of the light and airy appeal of the building. Upper levels
sit in between the dense canopy of leaves and therefore have a more enclosed, intimate feeling. The very top floor offers
the views of the surroundings and the city. The most impressive result of this project, is to see and to hear how people
re-discover urban nature in Shenzhen, to enjoy again being outdoors in the subtropical climate, to do sport or to be play
in a park that feels like nature, or simply to meet friends in the shade under an old tree. These local pleasures invigorate a
new pride in Shenzhen as a new home.Experiencing the library is like climbing a tree — a tree of knowledge.

PROGRAM DISTRIBUTION

The program is stacked like bocks on shelves. Each floor
is specific due to the program it contains and the degree of
public accessibility it offers.

The ground floor is most accessible and open, its openness
striving to invite the passer-by to enter. Park’s walking paths
cross this space and integrate it with the overall path system.
Here we find the exhibition area and auditorium. In order to
create a free-flowing space there are no fixed dividing walls.
Different user areas can be created with moveable partitions
or curtains.

The 1st floor shelters the book stacks and is protected from
the sun by the wooden facade as well as the thick tree crown.

The 2nd floor boasts the reading area that is connected to
a public footbridge. The bridge leads the pedestrians right
through the reading area which has outdoor and indoor
part. Dispersed natural light, suitable for reading, is ensured
through the use of retractable canvas shading elements.

The top floor contains space flexible in use.

Each floor has a walkway extending around it like branches,
providing shade essential for the book stacking and
comfortable reading as well as enabling the user to walk
around it and enjoy being in the landscape on every level.
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Along with the gentrification of modern cities, traditional villages located on the edge are being transformed into isolated islands in a
flourishing urban mass. The concept of an urban village, a result of the population boom in modern China, exists commonly in major
cities. However, there is not any mountain or river in the so-called urban ‘vilage’, but concrete ground which is hard and impermeable.
Moreover, due to the poor condition of lighting and narrow space, most people found these entities messy and unsafe at first glance.

Architects propose a tentative idea of a “Green Cloud”, aiming to enhance rainwater management as well as providing green
and comfortable commonplace for residents to improve their living conditions. “Green Cloud” is a modest renovation method
that does not require complex techniques and can be duplicated easily. The architects, through the use of large roof surfaces
in urban villages, hope to activate the unused space and turn them into playful gathering areas that all residents can enjoy. The
modular design makes the construction flexible and easy to disassemble for the future. Additionally, “Green Cloud” is based
on the premise that there are still a large number of roofs that have not been effectively used in urban villages. Therefore, the
“mountain view” in the city can be built on the roof that is given the opportunity to renovation. These easy-to-replicate “mountain
views” have been copied and built one after ancother, and one day they can form a green cloud over the village in the city.

The second surface floating above the urban village will be able to carry green plants to absorb rainwater and expand the
living space of “villagers”. This second surface is quite easy to connect between the handshake building, turning the inherent
insufficiency of the handshake building into a unique advantage.

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PROJECT OVERVIEW

Located at the northemn end of the central axis, Guangzhou East Railway Station is one of the biggest
railway terminal in the Mainland. The old station building was constructed in the Mid 90’s. To enter the
station, numerous people and vehicles flows squeezed under a dark concrete panel. Above the panel, a
giant platform was left abandon due to its poor quality of public space. Winning the bid for Asia Game 2010
offered Guangzhou an opportunity to “upgrade the landmark”. The project was to optimize the environment
with landscape elements, and to gradually repair the public spaces.

A “canopy of light” was intervened to cover the space. Several openings were cut on the floor to allow natural
lights to enter to the ground. The main entrance was then shifted from ground floor to the upper level. Then, a
gently-curved glass roof erected from the existing structural grid. The shelter protected pedestrians from sun
and rain. Its irregular form was generated through computational analyses. All metal elements were modular,
prefabricated in local factories and composed on site. The approximately 8,000 m?2 areas satisfying relatively
high level of precision, were finished in only 6 months.

6 years after the 2010 Asian Games, a new round of urban space renovation of the East Railway Station
begun. In order to reduce the scale of the space, the team designed relatively small architectural elements
to intervene in the urban public space system under the canopy of the East Station. The project aims to
optimize the environment by means of artificial landscape restoration, thereby gradually improving the urban

public space.

In the form of a continuous meandering ling, the Kai Tak Nullah serves an ever expanding role and key resource
that connects and reconnects neighborhoods, businesses, and people. With its rich woodland walks and
memorable parks, the Kai Tak Nullah becomes a meandering ecological spine dedicated to connection, recreation,
and regeneration. All components of the system from the headwaters at Diamond Hill to the Estuary at Kai Tak
Approach are part of an overall restorative design strategy to improve the Healthy Riverside way of life.

By increasing awareness and connection to nature, this Green River Corridor project can begin to heal the
riverfront. The ecological services of this park system in the environs of the Estuary shall include: storm-water/
sea-water treatment strategies in the form of salt marshes, constructed wetlands, and vernal ponds.

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DETAILED PLANNING OF XIAOMEISHA COASTAL ZONE
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Since the early days of Shenzhen, Xiaomeisha has been a beachside resort for the local residents and it has not changed
much ever since. The arrival of a new metro line and changing expectations of visitors offer the potential to revive the town
and turn it into a lot more than what it is today.

We propose to use this opportunity to achieve three goals: To reconnect the sea with the natural hinterland; To protect
Xiaomeisha and to rebalance use by tourists with protection of marine nature; To revive Xiaomeisha as a tourist magnet.

Reconnection: Ecological systems are linked again. Green corridors make links that can be used by animals and at the
same time serve as quality outdoor spaces. A water system improves natural infiltration and retention links the hinterland
with the sea, greatly reducing flood risks through rainfall and adding new spatial qualities to Xiaomeisha.

Rebalance: The increased tourism can become a threat to nature. Therefore, the plan intensifies access in a few locations
and limits it elsewhere. A beachfront dyke houses amenities and serves as the last line of defense. A maritime observation
center allows to understand maritime life and a look underneath the water surface without intruding. Natural processes and
natural mechanisms are used to further protect the coast: sand added to the beach protects it from high waves as does
a new artificial reef.

Revival: The measures to reconnect and rebalance are used in such a way, that they help reviving Xiaomeisha. In addition,
a new transport hub reduces the impact of the car, a new cable car connects the resort with the mountains and a new
village center brings street life.

Together these measures will help updating Xiaomeisha, it will allow it to cope with increasing numbers of visitors and it will
allow the place to cope with the effects of climate change in such a way, that the quality of natural habitat improves rather
than desteriorates.

The design begins with the tenement house in the site and gradually forms a strategic plan for the entire site.
The tenement house represents not only part of the architectural history of Hong Kong, but also a living style.
The mixture of different programs in housing had created an extremely close relationship between tenement
residences, and formed strong sense as a community. However, as time goes by, the unique living style is
also fading away.

The design started with analyzing the historicaltenement houses in site areas such as the blue house, which
was defined as a heritage, then focused on the regeneration plan of intergrowth and co-living between the
tenement house and the newly developed prefabricated housing cluster in the site.

The blue space is naturally attractive, but many of the shorelines areoccupied by negative urban functions
(e.0., under-utilized wharves, cargo ports, etc.), reducing the efficiency and value of land use. The project’s
current waterfront is occupied by wholesale markets and utility uses, resulting in a low continuity and a single
functional structure along the shoreline.
