A. Entry Qualifications
1. No limitation to the Urban Design project nature and size. 
2. Projects of Awards for Urban Design - Built Project and Urban Intervention categories must be nominated by professional members of the Hong Kong Institute of Urban Design and must be completed physically between 1 January 2011 and 1 June 2021.

3. Projects of Awards for Urban Design - Plan / Concept and Urban Design – Research categories can be nominated by non-members of the Hong Kong Institute of Urban Design. Projects of Awards for Urban Design - Plan / Concept can be completed and accepted by the Government departments concerned or client who commissioned the projects, between 1 January 2011 and 1 June 2021.

4. Projects of Awards for Urban Design - Urban Intervention is for small-scale interventions that have been completed physically and made a significant contribution to the urban environment, for example:
a. One or a group of small buildings of a total building area of not more than 2000 m2 

b. A landscape area or public space of a total site area of less than 3000 m2 
c. Small urban elements, e.g. pavilion, shelter, street furniture, lighting, public art, gateway or
d. Other forms of temporary or permanent interventions. 
5.    The nominated project shall in no way be associated with members of the jury panel.
B. Assessment Criteria
Entries are judged according to their own merits, taking into consideration of their successes, contributions, achievement, new ideas and approaches in the following objectives.
· Innovative urban morphology: urban identity, fabric, density, streetscape, community characteristic, visual image, skyline, reinforcement of existing opportunities. 

· Well-being of all walks of residents: livability, walkability, permeability, place making, transportation, convenience, community health and safety, inclusiveness, diversity in domestic, commercial and public space, involvement of community in the urban design process.
·     Sustainable urban development: carbon footprint, ecological diversity, green infrastructure, preservation of natural environment, farmland and non-renewable resources.
· Sensitive response and reinforcement: local culture, heritage, tradition and history, urban context in the process of fast urban development.
· Advancement of urban design: new idea, concept, design approach, integration of innovative technologies.
C. Submission Requirements for Award for Urban Design - Built project,  Urban Intervention and Plan / Concept
1. All Submissions must be labeled “HKIUD URBAN DESIGN AWARDS 2021 NOMINATION” and to be submitted together with the printed panel(s), CD/USB containing the digital copies in pdf format of the duly signed nomination form, and all the documents required in this section of the nomination form (Resolution not less than 350 dpi, pdf file size not larger than 20MB for 2 panels). and fee by hand to Nina Hospitality Company Limited, 10/F, Nina Tower 2, Nina Hotel Tsuen Wan West, 8 Yeung Uk Road, Tsuen Wan, NT for the attention of Ms Cherry Lau / Mr. Davy Tam on or before 3:00 pm (HK time) of 18 August 2021.

The Submission of Built project, Urban Intervention and Plan / Concept categories should include not more than 2 (Two) A2 display panels (One sided,  Landscape form), a design statement in not more than 300 words in English, and project background of project location, scale, completion date, urban design team members, etc on one A4 size paper. 

3. It is the responsibility of the nominator to have acquired the consent from the Project Owner for taking part in the Award. The participant also agrees that the HKIUD has the rights to publish the submission and its content for the purpose of promoting HKIUD. 
4. The nominator must also notify all parties involved in the urban design of the nominated project, and obtained their consent to the nomination.
5. The nominator shall warrent that the information in the submission is true and accurate.
6. The two display panels shall be aligned from top to bottom, not left to right as shown below. The Panels should be flat, without projections and trimmings.

· Originality of the subject matter 

· Contribution to urban design theory and/or practice 

· Quality of the findings 

· Writing style / communication including but not limited to illustration 

· New knowledge / relevant proposition / conclusions 

1. Book award 

The books should be original material and must have been published as a first edition, or a first edition in English, during the period 1 January 2017 to 1 June 2021. 

You are asked to provide full publication details. 

If the books are considered to be suitable for the award, you will be invited to (a) dispatch a copy to one our review panel (address will be provided by HKIUD) and (b) to provide access to e-books for each member of the review panel. A maximum of 8 titles in total can be accepted for review. 

2. Urban design research award – “Practitioner” 

- No limitation to the Urban Design research nature and scope with preference to APAC relevance.

-  The research should have been produced in the last 2 years.

-  A paper/article/chapter will be accepted as they are. 

-  The research presented in report form is required to be accompanied with a summary of not more than 2,000 words (scope, objectives, approach, etc. and conclusions) in A4 format.

-  The research must be investigative as well as generative.
3. Urban design research award – “Academic/Scientific” 
- No limitation to the Urban Design research nature and scope with preference to APAC relevance.

- The research should have been produced in the last 2 years.

- A paper/article/chapter will be accepted as they are. 

- The research must be investigative

- The research should identify and address contribution in urban design in a systematic manner with consideration to timeframe and resources. Literature review is required.

- The research methodology must include rational argumentation that meaningfully connects answers to questions i.e., methodology proposed must be argued as to how they help to answer the research questions and sub-questions. 

4. It is the responsibility of the nominator to have acquired the consent from the Project Owner for taking part in the Award. The participant also agrees that the HKIUD has the rights to publish the submission and its content for the purpose of promoting HKIUD. 
5. The nominator must also notify all parties involved in the urban design of the nominated project, and obtained their consent to the nomination.
